Jesus Christ. Easter is a day that we reflect, meditates and appreciates the
beginning of our relationship with the God the Father through Jesus. Easter, a
day that Christians remember our Lord Jesus, the Nazarene, rising from the
dead. Easter is evidence that God has spared mankind from the wrath and
punishment of God and given us new life, eternal life, true life, and a personal
relationship with God. You can be fully assured that the tomb is empty and still
remains empty. At Easter we remember Jesus’ resurrection, the only person
who ever came back to life after death. He lives and sits at the right hand of
God in heaven, praying for His children. We have the victory and need not fear
death.
